PROPOSED CHANGES TO 
POTENTIAL INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT SITE 

AT HIGHWAY 2/ASPELUND ROAD INTERCHANGE, 
NEAR BLACKFALDS 

 
 
County Council is currently considering an expansion to the industrial area 
identified in the Highway 2 Corridor Economic Development Study at the 
Highways 2 and 597/Aspelund Road Interchange.  The Study, completed 
in September 2003, had suggested that the lands on the northwest and 
southwest quadrants of the interchange had economic development 
potential because of their excellent highway access and exposure.  The 
future industrial designation included only lands within the SE 28-39-27-
W4M and the NE 21-39-27-W4M. 
 
The County is proposing that the industrial area be expanded to include 
lands within the SW 28-39-27-W4M and part of the N½ 21-39-27-W4M, as 
shown on the following map: 
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A traffic impact assessment recently prepared for industrial developments 
being proposed at this interchange has concluded that the service road 
intersection onto the Aspelund Road would have to be moved further west 
to accommodate improvements required to the intersection for safe vehicle 
turning movements.  The relocation of the intersection to the west would 
inevitably lead to increased interest in expanding industrial use onto the 
adjoining lands. 
 
Council wishes to know how neighbouring landowners feel about 
expanding the industrial are further to the west. 
 
Any adjustments to the future industrial area boundaries shown in the 
Highway 2 Corridor Economic Development Study does not actually 
change the agricultural zoning of the lands under the County’s Land Use 
Bylaw.  What it does is simply identify lands that the County may consider
